Cable tray length is selected based on the load to be supported, the distance between the supports (also

referred to as the span), and handling and installation constraints.

For ladder or ventilated trough trays, the diameter of all cables 4/0 and larger must be added together, and the

total must not exceed the inside width of the cable tray.

Ventilated trough cable tray is often used when the specifier does not want to use ladder cable tray to support

small diameter multiconductor control and instrumentation cables.

Proper cable tray: A simple method for determining the correct cable tray width is to calculate the cable tray

widths needed for each of the cable configurations per steps (2) and (3).
