Fusion or mechanical splices shall not have a loss of more than 0.3 dB for either multimode or singlemode

fiber. Multimode splices must have a return loss of better than 20 dB.

If the fiber optic cable has metallic components, it should be kept clear of power cables. Additionally, building

code regulations, like the National Electric Code (NEC)**, must be considered.
