In order to keep the high order of integrity required for busbar protection, it is an almost constant practice to

make tripping depend on two separate measurements of fault quantities.

The busbar protection must have as short tripping time as possible. Also, busbar protection must be able to

detect internal faults and must be absolutely stable at external faults.
